Associated with those courtesy patrols 

will be advisory committees for Corsonôs, Brigantine and Island Beach. These advisory commit-

tees should meet in the spring with park management to set the stage for the coming season. 

What can we do this year to make it better?ò 

State park personnel are state employees and we are state residents. They really want to work 

with us. The advisory committees will make that effort much more productive. If nothing else, it 

will separate fact from rumor.

The 25

 Annual Childrenôs Surf Fishing Tournament took place on September 15

th
 at Island 

Beach State Park. The tide was high, the wind was light, the sun was shining and it was a great 
day for fishing. Everything went off without a hitch. We had a 100 children sign up to fish with 
ages 2 through 16. More than 25 girls fished. The kids came from most counties in N.J. and 
some came from Pennsylvania. There were 97 fish caught/measured and entered by our judges. 
Someone said a large school of mullet showed up on a half mile stretch of beach, and the fish 
were chasing them. The kids went nuts catching bluefish up to 20ò long as well as some fluke 
which were caught up to 20ò. Results:  0-8 age group - 1

st
 place went to a boy who caught a 20ò 

Bluefish and had a total of 11 Bluefish; he also received a Judgeôs Trophy for the most fish 
caught. 13-16 age group - 1

st
 place caught a 20 inch Fluke.  Dogfish/shark were caught and 

awarded trophies also. The smallest fish of the day was a 2 3/4ò kingfish; the winner received a 
Judgeôs Trophy and a $50.00 gift card from Bass Pro Shops. Final tally: 14 children received tro-
phies, combos, and gift cards for their efforts. All the kids received prizes of their choice from the 
135 available prizes to choose from. Everyone involved seemed to have a great day of accom-
plishment!
